In addition to 
the professional development workshops, mentorship, and networking opportunities provided by Arts Commons, a key 
part of the program is the opportunity for these artists to share their art with the public. This is achieved through 
exhibitions in the +15 Soundscape and Micro Cinema (formerly Broadcast Lab). For performing artists, this is supported 
through the TD Amplify series, which takes place over four live presentations in the Engineered Air Theatre at Arts 
Commons.  
 
This season, Arts Commons is thrilled to be welcoming Steven Conde as the TD Amplify series director, bringing his 
wealth of experience as a theatre director to the program. In Calgary, Steven is best known for recently forming the 
first Filipino Canadian theatre company in Alberta – FlipSide Theatre – opening more avenues for Filipino 
representation on Calgary stages.
