Cementing Bowie’s reputation as a musical innovator, The Rise and Fall of Ziggy Stardust and the Spiders from Mars
has influenced generations of artists, tackling traditional notions of gender and sexuality through a sweeping concept
album narrative. Its initial release was met with a less than enthusiastic reception from critics, described simply as
“good” by Rolling Stone magazine reviewer Richard Cromelin. Today, the album is praised as a masterpiece for its
bold vision and theatrical songwriting, topping critics lists worldwide and sitting at #40 on Rolling Stone’s best albums
of all time.
